Under a private initiative IRSCA Gifted Education, a Romanian nonprofit organization, launches in 2005 the Strategy
 for a National Program for Gifted Education. Following the Strategy, several programs were initiated: a Gifted Education Pilot Project
, the setup of a network of Charter and feeder schools around the country with the help of Ministry of Education and Research, and the setup of two educational establishments: National Academy for Gifted Children (NAGC) and International Academy for Gifted Children (IAGC). 

The Romanian Consortium for the Education of Gifted and Talented Children and Youth was developed in order to support the National Program for Gifted Education and it has two major directions: on one hand to form an Educational Consortium which provides the guiding, the strategy of development and research, the technical expertise and the experts in gifted education and on the other hand, to form a Venture Consortium to form the Board of Administration of the Campus. What is the strategy? 

The need to form highly qualified professionals for Romania has become acute. In order to educate and regain the specialists we propose the National Program for Gifted Education, which performs on specific methodologies in gifted education and pursues a Brain Regain program.

The national strategy advises on short for:

A. The setup of a Gifted Education Pilot Project This project involves:

Testing and professional formation of professors and psychologists in the gifted education methodologies; Testing of gifted and talented children on their level of giftedness and on the subject of their natural gift. The testing process shall take place in the first national psychological testing center; Know-how and teaching best practices transfer from the international gifted network to the national needs and specifics by localization (adaptation); Setting up international partnerships with other gifted education centers around the world; Organizing a competence and expert network where young people carrying out studies or having graduated highly regarded universities around the world can enter and place their work offer and expertise as well as support their fast integration in the Romanian economy and more.
B. The Setup of Charter and Feeder schools with the help of the Ministry of Education and Research. Charter and Feeder schools have the objective of feeding the NAGC with exceptional children from all over the country.

C. The setup of a National Academy for Gifted Children.

The NAGC functions on Public and Private Funding from Ministry of Education and Research, the fundraising efforts of IRSCA Gifted Education and the Romanian Consortium.

NAGC is a Public School that offers classes to exceptional children from all over the country, based on no tuition and has professors of Internationally reputed Universities. It educates top specialists on national needs of development and is concentrating on realizing Know-how and modern technologies transfers. 

D. The setup of an International Academy for Gifted Children.

The IAGC functions on private funding from the Romanian Consortium. IAGC is organized as a private School, tuition based. The Children are coming from all over Europe and they are taught on gifted education curricula and gifted education methodologies by professors of Internationally reputed Universities
IAGC seeks to form Business Incubators from private funds, to give an impulse to student initiatives in entrepreneurship and national transfers of competencies by establishing a Brain Regain Center.

E. The Setup of the Romanian Consortium for the Education of Gifted and Talented Children and Youth. 
The Consortium has two major directions: on one hand to form an Educational Consortium which provides the consultative, the guidance, the strategy of development and research, the technical expertise and the experts in gifted education and on the other hand, to form a Venture Consortium to form the Board of Administration of the Campus.  The Venture Consortium is the transparent decision maker in terms of deciding the allocation of resources coming from private funds.
